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Submission Guidelines

1. Contents of Manuscripts

1) Contents of manuscripts should be original and not have been
published in any other journal or book.
2) Book reviews should be on books, articles, or other publications that

are related to feminism, and have been published within three years.

2. Qualification for Submission

Researchers and professionals with master’s degree at least in the fields

related to women are qualified to submit manuscripts.

3. Submission of Manuscripts

1) Women’s Studies Review is published semiannually; the first issue on
June 30, and the second on December 30.

2) Manuscripts will be reviewed in the order of their arrival before the
publication date.

3) Manuscripts must be submitted to the following homepage. The
authors are asked to check whether their manuscripts are completed
and submitted properly without any damage in the file.

4) The abstract and keywords should be included in the manuscript.



4. Other Guidelines

1) The language of the manuscript should be either Korean or English.

2) Manuscripts should be typed in accordance with the “Specifications for
Writing Manuscripts” given below.

3) It is recommended that the manuscript be written in words easy
enough for general readers to understand.

4) Authors should avoid using language that is discriminatory against
people on the basis of their age, gender, race, physical or mental
disability, and other socially marginalized identities.

5) Authors’ names, institutional affiliations, and contact information
should only be written on the submission form. Since the review
process is anonymous, no personal information should be revealed in
any other documents including the main body of the manuscripts.

Otherwise the manuscript may be rejected for review.

5. Review Process

1) As soon as the submission deadline is over, the chief editor reads each
of the submitted manuscripts and decides which to be reviewed.
Manuscripts that are missing key parts (such as the abstract or
references), not written in accordance with the “Specifications for
Writing  Manuscripts,” or including contents inappropriate for the
journal may be rejected for review.

2) Manuscripts deemed appropriate will be sent to three reviewers. No
personal information will be mentioned on these manuscripts.

3) Reviewers will send their decisions and written comments on the

papers to the editor within a given period of time (Options are as



follows: to accept without revision, to accept with partial revision, to
accept with overall revision, or to reject).

4) After receiving the reviewers’ comments and decisions, authors should
comply with them. If authors would not like to comply, they should
provide the editing committee with legitimate reasons. If authors do
not answer to the comments or decisions, their manuscripts are
regarded to be withdrawn.

5) A certain amount of fee is required for the manuscripts (except for
book reviews) to be published. Contributors whose articles are
selected for publication should send a designated fee to a bank
account appointed by the Editing Board.

6) There are two types of fees - the standard fee and the additional fee.
(1) Standard fee: The standard fee is 300,000won for grant- supported

articles and 100,000won for non grant-supported articles.

(2) Additional fee: The contributor should pay an additional fee of
10,000won per A4-sized sheet of paper if the length of her or his
manuscript exceeds the given standard. Even inthis case, the total
length cannot exceed 35 pages in A4- sized sheets.

7) Repeated submission of the same paper is not allowed. In that case,

the paper will be automatically rejected.

6. Editing

1) The editing committee edits only the revised and final manuscripts of
the papers that are officially accepted.

2) It is recommended that authors themselves review the edited drafts
before they get published. If the edited drafts are found to have some

changes that authors do not want, authors can ask the editing



committee to undo them.

7. Announcement of Acceptance

1) Paper acceptance is announced on the KWI homepage
(http://kwiewha.re.kr). The whole bodies of the accepted papers also
are available on the homepage in PDF format. Announcement dates are

set by the editing committee rules.

8. Copyrights

1) KWI holds the copyrights of the papers published in Women'’s Studies

Review.



Specifications for Writing Manuscripts

1. Manuscripts should be about 30 double-spaced pages.

2. Abstracts must not exceed 400 words and a maximum of 5 keywords

must be provided.
3. Manuscripts should be written in either Hangul or MS Word.

4. The manuscript paper should be Ad4-sized, white, and directed
lengthwise. It can be transversely directed, if needed, only for tables,

figures, or pictures.

5. Margins should be 35mm for top and bottom, and 30mm for left and

right of the page.

6. Letter size should be 10 for Hangul, or 12 for MS Word in the letter
type of Times New Roman.

7. Page numbers should be located in the middle of the bottom of the
page.

8. Subtitles should be numbered as 1., 1), and (1), depending on the levels

of division of the text.

9. Authors should consult the Chicago Manual of Style for citation and

documentation.
