A panelist may serve in multiple roles, including moderator, presenter, and discussant.

1) Paper abstract (minimum 250 words, maximum 400 words / References, figures and tables
are not included in the abstract limits)

2) Short résumé (1 page / including education, key experiences, and recent achievements)

O Organized Panels
- A maximum of 4 presenters from one panel, and 120 minutes are allocated per panel for

presentation and discussion.
- Panel organizer should compile and submit all required documents and indicate the moderator.

- Required documents
1) Panel proposal (1 page including topic, content, and the list of presenters)
2) Paper abstracts of individual presenter (minimum 250 words, maximum 400 words /
References, figures and tables are not included in the abstract limits)
3) Short résumé of individual presenter (1 page each / including education, key experiences, and recent achievements)

5. Registration Fee and Support
O Registration Fee: None
O  Accommodation: Partial accommodation support will be provided during the conference period
(September 4-6, 2026; 3 nights).
- Eligibility
1) Accommodation support is provided only to paper presenters; detailed information will be
communicated individually at a later date.
2) In the case of co-authored papers, accommodation support is limited to one presenter per paper.
3) Residents of Kyoto and neighboring areas in Japan are not eligible for accommodation support.
- Amount and Payment
1) Accommodation expenses are supported only for the duration of the conference. Presenters
are required to make individual reservations, and reimbursement will be made to the
presenter’s personal bank account after the conference.
2) Reimbursement is provided up to a maximum of KRW 170,000 per person, based on actual
expenses. (If the actual accommodation cost is below the maximum amount, only the actual
amount will be reimbursed.)

O Meals
- Lunch will be provided on September 5 (Saturday) and September 6 (Sunday).
- A farewell dinner will be provided on September 6 (Sunday).
% Advance registration will be conducted prior to the conference in order to confirm attendance and meal requirements.
